Health information management professionals maintain, collect and
analyze the data that doctors, nurses and other healthcare providers rely
on to deliver quality healthcare. They are experts in managing patient
health information and medical records, administering computer infor-
mation systems and coding the diagnosis and procedures for healthcare
services provided.
